Please read all instructions before starting. Measurements on borders are approximate, measure your quilt top before cutting

Yardage Cutting:

Fabric A: 2624-407 Blue 7/8 yard * Cut fifteen 6-1/2” squares

Fabric B: 1916-209 White 1 yard * Cut sixty 17 x 6-1/2” strips.
* Cut thirty 3-7/8” squares.

Fabric C: 1916-107 Blue 1/2 yard « Cut thirty 3-7/8” squares.

Fabric D: 1916-192 Gold 2-1/3 yards » Cut (120) 3-1/2” squares

« Cut eight 2-1/2” x width of Fabric (WOF) strips for binding.
* Cut eight 2” x WOF strips. Piece the strips together to make two
2” x 72-1/2” strips and two 2” x 63-1/2” strips for the inner border.

Fabric E: 1916-309 White & Gold 1-7/8 yards * Cut sixty 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” strips
* See instructions to cut sixty Template B and Template C pieces.
Fabric F: 1915-337 Lt. Denim 1-1/2 yards * See instructions to cut sixty Template A pieces.
Fabric G: 2624-500 Multi 5 yards * Fussy cut two 7-1/2” x 91” strips and two 7-1/2” x 79” strips from
the length of fabric, cutting all of them from the same motif.
Backing: 2624-407 Blue 5-1/2 yards » Cut two 97” x WOF strips. Piece them together to make one
. . 83“ x 97” piece for the backing. 7
Assembly Directions //
1) Place one 3-7/8” Fabric B square on top of one 3-7/8“ Fabric C square, right side together. Draw a line //
across the diagonal of the top square (Fig. 1). Sew.1/4” away from. each side of the drawn diagonal /,
line (Fig. 1). Cut the two squares apart on the drawn diagonal line (Fig. 2) to make two half-square
triangles (Fig. 3). Repeat to make sixty B/C half-square triangle squares. FIG. 1
2) Place one 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” Fabric E strip wrong side up. Refer to Figure 4 to measure from the left upper
corner across the long side of the piece and mark with a fabric pencil at the 3-1/2”. Align a ruler from the
lower left corner to the 3-1/2” mark and draw a diagonal line. Refer to Figure 4 to measure from the right
upper corner across the long side of the piece and mark with a fabric pencil at the 3-1/2”. Align a ruler
from the lower right corner to the 3-1/2” mark and draw a diagonal line crossing over the first line. FIG. 2

3) Align one 3-1/2” Fabric D square with the 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” Fabric E strips from Step 2, right sides
together (fig. 5). Sew across the drawn diagonal line. Flip open the 3-1/2” square and press. Trim the
Fabric D piece even with the edges of the 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” Fabric E strip. Trim away the excess fabric
from the back leaving a 1/4” seam allowance. Repeat with a second 3-1/2” Fabric D square and the other
side of the 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” strip. Sew one 1” x 6-1/2” Fabric B strip to the bottom of the 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” strip
to complete the side unit (Fig. 6).

4) Repeat Steps 2 and 3 to make sixty side units.

5) Refer to the quilt photo and sew together four half-square triangles, four side units and one 6-1/2”
Fabric A square to make one star block. Repeat to make fifteen star blocks total. VRN

6) Trace each template onto template plastic adding a 1/4” seam allowance to each piece. Cut the 7 S
listed number of Template A, B and C pieces in the cutting directions for Fabric E and F. s N

7) Carefully (these pieces are all bias) sew one Template B piece to the left side of the Template A FIG. 4
piece. Sew one Template C piece to the right side of the Template A piece (fig. 7). Press the
quarter unit.-\Repeat to make sixty quarter units. X

8) Refer to the quilt photo and sew together four quarter units to make one template block. Press - ~
the seams opento cutdown the bulk at the center of the block. Repeat to make fifteen template 7 S
blocks.

9) Refer to the quilt photo and'sew the fifteen star blocks and fifteen templates blocks together, five Q FIG.5
blocks per row, six rows total. Make sure to alternate the blocks throughout the quilt top.

10) Center one 7-1/2 x 91” Fabric G strip on.each.side of the quilt top. Start sewing the strip a 1/4"
from the top edge of the quilt top and stop a-1/4" from the bottom edge. DO NOT TRIM THE

EXCESS.
11) Center one 7-1/2” x 79” Fabric G strip on top and bottom of the quilt top. Start sewing the strip a
1/4" from one side of the quilt top and stop a 1/4" from the other side. DO NOT TRIM THE FIG. 6
EXCESS.
12) To miter each corner, fold the quilt top on a diagonal back sides together. This.should line up A
the strips from adjacent sides.
13) Starting at the sewn seam draw a 45° line out to the edge of the fabric. Sew on the.drawn line. Trim
the excess fabric leaving a 1/4“ seam. Repeat this step with the remaining corners. B :
14) Layer, quilt and bind as desired. FIG.7
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
