Fabric Requirements    Cutting Instructions 
Fabric A   #1919-207 Baby Blue    ½  yard        Cut (4)  6” squares, cut in half to make (8) half-square triangles 
1st Border – Baby Blue    Cut (5)  2” x width strips 
 
Fabric B   #1919-225 Dk. Lilac      ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric C   #1919-315 Peri            ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangle 
Fabric D   #1919-226 Dk Cerise   ¼ yard      Cut (4)  6” squares, cut in half to make (8) half-square triangles 
Fabric E   #1919-408 Merlot       ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric F   #1919-318 Red   ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric G   #1919-311 Coral   ¼ yard Cut (4)  6” squares, cut in half to make (8) half-square triangles 
Fabric H   #1919-502 Honey   ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric J    #1919- 302 Yellow   ¼ yard        Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric K   #919-303 Lt. Green   ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
Fabric L    #1919-523 Olive   ¼ yard       Cut (4)  6” squares, cut in half to make (8) half-square triangles 
Fabric M   #1919-423 Teal   ¼ yard       Cut (2)  6” squares, cut in half to make (4) half-square triangles 
 
Fabric N #1915-500 Onyx    1¾ yard    Cut (16) 5½” squares 
      Cut (16) 6” squares, cut in half to make (32) half-square triangles 
 
2nd Border- #1919-500 Onxy                              Cut (5) 3½” x width strips  
 
Binding - #1919-500 Onyx   Cut (5) 2” strips across the width 
Backing:      3 yards     Piece into one 52” square for backing 
 
Assembly Instructions 

1. Cut 6” squares in half, on the diagonal, to create half-square triangles. 
2. Refer to color combinations diagram to pair colors. Place half-square triangles right sides together and sew using 

¼” seam. Press seams open and square triangle units to 5½”.

3. Lay out trimmed triangle units and 5½” squares according to quilt diagram. 
 
 

4. Sew into rows and sew rows together.  
 

5. Cut (4) 2”" strips across the width of 1st border fabric. Measure the quilt top across the width 
and cut two strips to this length. Sew the strips to the top and bottom. Measure the quilt top 
down the center, including borders, and cut the two remaining strips to this length. Sew 
them to the two remaining sides. 

 
 

6. Cut (5) 3½” strips across the width of 2nd border fabric.  Measure the quilt top across the 
width and cut all strips to this length, piecing if needed. Sew two strips to the top and 
bottom.  Measure the quilt top down the center, including borders, and cut the two 

remaining strips to this length. Sew them to the two remaining sides. 
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7. Layer, quilt and bind as desired.
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
