Monster Truck Simple Panel Quilt

Finished quilt size is approximately 55" x 75"

Please read all instructions before starting. All measurements are approximate;
measure your quilt top before cutting border fabrics.
All cutting instructions have a 1/4” seam allowance added.

Fabric Requirements
Monster Truck Outer Border (top)

Fabric A: Monster Truck Panel 2701-600 / Qty: 1 panel Fabric (C)
cut strips approx. 11-1/2"x 61"
Fabric B: Monster Truck TireS 2701 '31 7 Truck Tires Inner Border (top)
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1. Cut center panel (A) approx .23"x43-1/2" =
2. For the top and bottom of the inner border, cut 2 strips of TruckTire;lr;:e‘r Bfé(;eubmm)
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fabric (B) approx.5-1/2"x25" A little extra fabric has been cut strips approx. 512 25"

added for leeway. Monster Truck Outer Border (bottom)

Fabric (C)

3. Sew these 2 strips to the top and bottom of panel (A). cut strips approx. 11-1/2x 61"
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4. For the vertical sides of inner border, cut 2 strips of
fabric (B) approx.5-1/2"x55" A little extra fabric has been
added for leeway.

5. Sew these 2 strips to the vertical sides of panel (A).
6. For top and bottom of the outer border, cut 2 strips of fabric (C) approx. 11-1/2"x61"
7. For vertical sides of outer border, cut 2 strips of fabric (C) approx. 11-1/2"x81"
Again, extra fabric has been added to all outer border strips (C) for leeway when mitering.

Hint: For accuracy when cutting strips for fabric (C), it would be a good idea to measure your quilt top
at this point and make any necessary corrections to strip lengths before cutting.

8. Sew Fabric (C) strips to all sides of quilt top, mitering the corners.

9. Layer, quilt and bind the quilt as desired.
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
