Note C: 1915-417 Dk. Sapphire 1/2 yard » Cut seven 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” » Cut seven 4-1/2” x 5-1/2”

Note D: 2703-400 Black 1/2 yard * Cut nine 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” * Cut nine 4-1/2” x 5-1/2”

Outer Border: 2703-600 Blk/Multi 4-1/2 yards * Fussy cut two 14-3/8” x 86” strips and two 14-3/8” x 70” strips,
center each on the same motif as shown in the quilt photo.
Binding: 2703-207 Blue 3/4 yard * Cut eight 2-1/2” x WOF strips.
Backing: 2703-500 Black 5-1/2 yards * Cut two 92” x WOF strips. Piece the strips together to make one
76” x 92” piece for the backing.
Music Note Block Directions- make thirty-two 8-1/2” blocks total. D S— S
1)  Flip over one 4-1/2” x 5-1/2” Note A piece to the back side of the fabric. Follow Figure One Phd ~ \¢
to mark and draw a diagonal line on the two upper corners and the lower right corner using [~

a ruler and fabric pencil. For the upper left and lower left corners measure across the top
(or bottom) edge 2-1/4“ and down (or up) 1-1/4”. Draw a diagonal line to connect the two points.
For the upper right corner, measure 1-1/4“ across the top and 3/4” down the side and draw a

digonal line. S

2) Align one 2-1/2” x 3-1/2” Background piece on the upper left corner of the 4-1/2“ x 5-1/2” Note A S
pice, rights sides together, aligning the corner on both pieces. Pin in place. Repeat with another "¢—— FIG. 1
2-1/2” x 3-1/2” background piece and the lower left corner. Position and pin one 2” square on the right upper corner.

3) Flip the Note A fabric with background pieces back over so you can see the drawn lines. Sew across each of the
drawn lines through the Note A and background fabric on each corner.

4) Flip open and press each sewn corner. Trim the excess background fabric even with the edges 4-1/2” x 5-1/2” Note A piece.
Cut away the excess fabric from behind leaving a 1/4” seam allowance to make one Note Bottom.

5) Sew one 4-1/2“ x 5-1/2” Background piece to the top of the Note Bottom. Sew one 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” Note A piece to the right
side of the Note Bottom to make the Note Block.

6) Flip the Note Block over to the back side, measure across the bottom right edge 2-1/4“ and up 1-1/4”. Draw a diagonal line
to connect the two points. Pin one 2-1/2” x 3-1/2” background strip to the lower right corner of the Note Bottom, right
sides together. Sew across the drawn line on the back of the Note A piece. Repeat Step 4 to finish the corner.

7) Sew one 1-1/2” x 2-1/2” Note A strip to the top of one 2-1/2” x 7-1/2” Background strip. Sew the pieced strip to the right side
of the Note Block.

8) Repeat Steps 1-8 to make seven Note A blocks, Nine Note B Blocks, Seven Note C Blocks and Nine Note D Blocks.

Quilt Top Assembly Directions

9) Refer to the quilt photo to lay out the thirty-two Note Blocks and six 4-1/2” x 8-1/2” Background pieces into five vertical rows.
Sew the blocks together to make the rows. Sew the rows together to make the quilt top as shown.

10) Center one 14-3/8 x 86” strip on each side of the quilt top. Start sewing the strip a 1/4" from the top edge of the quilt top
and stop a 1/4" from the bottom edge. DO NOT TRIM THE EXCESS.

11) Center one 14-3/8“ x 70" strip on top and bottom of the quilt top. Start sewing the strip a
1/4" from one side of the quilt top and stop a 1/4" from the other side. DO NOT TRIM THE
EXCESS.

12) To miter each corner, fold the quilt top on a diagonal back sides together This should line up
the strips from adjacent sides (Fig. 2).

13) Starting at the sewn seam (represented by the arrow in Figure 2) draw a 45° line out to the
edge of the fabric. Sew on the drawn line.Trim the excess fabric leaving a 1/4“ seam. Repeat
this step with the remaining corners.

14) Layer, quilt and bind as desired.
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
